Dear Parishioners, 
 
 We are very blessed as a parish community to have 
three men who have willingly stepped forward to serve as or-
dained deacons in our Church: Deaconsô Ray Kroger, Jeff  
Perkins and during part of the year Kim Cohen. Each of them 
provides us with leadership in many of our parish ministries but 
most importantly in their role as assistant to the Presider at the 
celebration of our Eucharistic. For all aspects of their ministry I 
give thanks to God constantly! 
 
 In acknowledging these men I would like to provide you 
with an outline of their role at Mass as there are often questions 
that pop up about this. Since most of us grew up in ñthe old 
daysò or in parishes that did not have Permanent Deacons their 
role is often one that is not clear to us. I would like to make it 
more so. 
 
 The definition of diakonia as ñkenotic self-giving and 
serviceò at both the table of sacrifice and the table of charity 
guides us in our understanding of the five roles of the Deacon in 
the celebration of Eucharist as described by the new Roman 
Missal (the red book the priest prays from at Mass!) to be pub-
lished very soon: 
 
 1) Servant : The Deacon, who is a servant of the 
   poor, is thus the Deacon servant  
   of  the altar. In this role the deacon ac
   cepts the gifts brought forward  
   and prepares them on the altar. 
 
 2) Proclaimer  From the 10th century the presentation 
    of the   of the Book of the Gospels at the ordi-
    Gospel : nation of a Deacon has signified that 
   the Deacon was a minister of the liturgi-
   cal proclamation of the Gospel. 
 
 3) Voice of   It is because of this role that the Dea-
     the needy : con is the ordinary minister of the kyrie, 
   all litanies and even the general inter-
   cessions. The Deacon articulates the 
   ócry of the poorô because he is the min-
   ister most intimately acquainted with 
   the pains, sorrows and struggles of 
   those most in need of prayers. He is in 
   a very real sense, their voice, both in 
   the liturgy and in the world. 
 
 4) The  In this role the Deacon directs common 
     invitatory  posture and gesture, and exhorts the 
     role :  members of the liturgical assembly to 
   pray.

Connecting with the Responsorial Psalm  
 

Psalm 138 - Lord, On the Day I Called for Help, You Answered 
Me 
 

 The verses of Psalm 138 chosen for this Sunday have 
the emphasis on God's ongoing work of deliverance.  In verses 4 
and 5, the reference to the praise of earthly kings, is missing.  
The refrain is the psalmist's introductory statement of the rea-
sons for thanksgiving.  The readings this weekend center their 
attention on the power and necessity of prayer.  In the psalm we 
proclaim all the messages from the readings to be true.  "When I 
cried out, you answered ... Lord, your love endures forever."   
The example of Abraham and the words of Jesus also teach us 
the necessity of prayer. 
 

 The role of the responsorial psalm:   when we sing the 
responsorial psalm, we express our surrender to the paschal 
mystery in song and voice.  The cantor leads the surrender, em-
bodying it in breath and melody, and mirroring through gesture 
the dialogue taking place between Christ and his assembled 
church.  When we, the assembly, respond, we sacramentalize 
our assent, that is, we make our surrender audible, visibly, 
physically apparent.  In other words, we are doing far more in 
the responsorial psalm than merely singing a song.  We are say-
ing yes to the ideal being placed before us.  That ideal is not a 
set of directives but a living person calling us to die to self that 
we might have new and fuller life.
