Dear Parishioners, 
 
 You have heard the euphemism about: ñteaching old 
dogs new tricks,ò I am certain, but how about ñteaching old dog-
mas new tricks?ò  Are you bothered by the world stealing the 
churchôs best lines?  From ñmission statementsò and ñservant 
leadershipò to ñno fear,ò the world is co-opting the churchôs lan-
guage. 
 
 Why?  Partly because we donôt know what to do with 
our own stuff in this new world.  Or in the words of science fic-
tion writer Bruce Sterling, weôve lost the ability to teach ñold dog-
mas new tricks.ò 
 
 I have experienced this first hand whenever I have had 
the opportunity to speak to individuals or groups on evangelism 
and all that word has come to mean. Many people are deeply 
troubled by that word.  A lot of controversy swirls over this word 
and many Christians (even clergy) are most willing to drop it.  
As I have faced this phenomenon I have begun to hear the word 
spoken even more loudly in some surprising placesé 
 

Jonathan Bulkeley, CEO of Barnesandnoble.com, argues, 
ñLeaders today must be evangelists for changing the 
system ï not for preserving it.ò 

Here is Steve Jurvetson, a partner in the California-based 
venture capital firm, Draper Fisher Jurvetson, talking 
about what he does in a recent Financial Times: ñWe 
are like an evangelistéfor our companies.ò His hero? 
ñSteve Jobs for his vision and evangelism.ò 

A Forbes article on the head of Japanôs hottest wireless 
phone vendor, Yasumitsu Shigeta, is entitled: ñThe Web 
Phone Evangelist,ò a title which Howard Schultz em-
braces when people ask him what the CEO of Star-
bucks actually does:  ñIôm a Coffee Evangelist.ò 

If Gutenbergôs name deserves to be associated with the 
printing press, Tim Berners-Leeôs name deserves even 
more to be associated with the World Wide Web. The 
index to his book Weaving the Web (Harper) under 
Berners-Lee includes the category  ñEvangelizing for 
the Web.ò 

Larry Gibson is a former West Virginia mining maintenance 
worker.  He now calls himself an evangelist of the envi-
ronmental cause. 

Guy Kawasakiôs influential Rules for Revolutionaries 
(Harper) coins a new phrase for bringing together pas-
sion and procedures: ñEvangineer.ò 

 
 For the past few years, I have been on a crusade to 
abolish the word ñvolunteerò from the churchôs vocabulary and 
to enlist the laity into the ranks of ministry.  When Jesus said, 
ñAs the Father has sent me, I also send youò (John 20:21), he 
wasnôt just referring to those ordained into the priesthood.

Connecting with the Responsorial Psalm  

 
 The role of the psalm is to act as a bridge between the 
First Reading and the Gospel. It is intended to aid us in surren-
dering to the transformation the Gospel calls us to do. In part the 
inner literary movement of the psalm text itself - with its internal 
changes of mood, focus, content, and metaphor - parallels the 
movement meant to take place within us as we respond to the 
word of God. There is an integral relationship between the proc-
ess of transformation and conversion within the heart, mind, and 
behavior of the original psalmist as he or she was responding to 
the actions of God and the change that takes place within us as 
we pray that psalm within the context of this Liturgy of the Word. 
One of the implications here is that the role of the cantor is very 
important. The cantor must personally embody the transforma-
tion unfolding in the psalm and call us to that transformation. 
This is no small task and certainly one that involves far more that 
the singing of a nice song. 
 

 Sometimes the connection of the First Reading and the 
Gospel is obvious, other times it is not so clear, but it is always 
there. Identifying this connection and reflecting on it deepens our 
appreciation of the role of the psalm. Only then can we sing it 
with understanding and surrender to its transformative power.
