Connecting with the Responsorial Psalm
cant Psalm 69 - Turn to the Lord in your need, and you will live.

The Role of the Responsorial Psalm

One way to look at the role of the responsorial psalm is
to see it as a bridge between the First Reading and the Gospel.
The image of a bridge conveys both movement forward and con-
nectedness, and accords with the principle that the climax of the
Liturgy of the Word is the Gospel for which the preceding ele-
ments prepare us (see the introduction to the lectionary for Mass
no. 13). The movement forward aspect of the bridge metaphor
implies that we begin the Liturgy of the Word in one place and
cross over to another. There is a journey here. The connected-
ness aspect of the metaphor indicates that the beginning and
ending of this journey are related. The starting point and the
ending point form opposing shorelines. What we cross over in
between varies; sometimes it is moving water, sometimes it is a
valley bursting with grain, and sometimes it is a dry gulch or
even a frighteningly deep canyon.

The crossing over is not a journey through time from Old
Testament to New Testament but a journey of transformation.
We begin the Liturgy of the Word standing on the threshold of a
new moment of encounter with the word of God, and we cross
over to a new level of self-understanding as Body of Christ. The
structural element that carries us from one way of being to an-
other is the responsorial psalm. (Living Liturgy 2010, page 177)

Consider today the importance of singing the responsorial refrain
(or response) with the cantor and why it is important to sing
(even ifitis out of tune).
