Did they envision a 
government protected from religious influence, or were they more concerned 
with protecting religion from government influence? 
 

 Whatever they were up to, it seems that the founders and framers 
of the country had Godôs sovereignty in mind when they wrote and spoke.

and humanity.ò 
 

 Thomas Jefferson ï Author of the Declaration of Independence, 
third president: 
 ñThe Bible is the cornerstone of libertyéstudentsô perusal of the 
sacred volume will make us better citizens.ò 
 ñI hold the precepts of Jesus as delivered by himself, to be the most 
pure, benevolent, and sublime which have ever been preached to man.ò 
 ñOf all systems of morality, ancient and modern, which have come 
under my observation, none appear to be so pure as that of Jesus.ò 
 ñThe God who gave us life, gave us liberty at the same time.ò 
 

 James Madison ï Helped draft the U.S. Constitution, fourth 
president: 
 ñThe future and success of America is not in this Constitution, but in 
the laws of God upon which this Constitution is founded.ò 
 ñWeôve staked the whole future of American civilization not on the 
power of government, far from it.  We have staked the future of all our politi-
cal institutions upon the capacity of each and all of uséto govern ourselves 
according to the commandments of God.ò 
 ñBefore any man can be considered as a member of civil society, he 
must be considered as a subject of the Governor of the Universe.ò 
 

 Benjamin Franklin ï Author, diplomat, philosopher, ranked 
among Americaôs greatest statesmen: 
 ñI have lived, sir, a long time, and the longer I live, the more con-
vincing proofs I see of this truth ï God governs in the affairs of men.   And if 
a sparrow cannot fall to the ground without his notice, is it possible that an 
empire can rise without his aid?ò 
 ñExcept the Lord build the house, they labor in vain who build it.ô   I

 Samuel Adams ï American patriot, leader of resistance to Brit-
ain: 
 ñThe rights of the colonists as Christiansémay be best understood

Psalm 66 - Let all the Earth Cry Out with Joy  
 
In these verses of Psalm 66, the psalmist calls the entire earth to 
come and see the marvelous works of the Lord and to shout 
praises for God who has wrought such "tremendous ... deeds" .  
In the first reading, it is the Lord who calls the people to rejoice 
over marvelous deeds done on behalf of Jerusalem.  In her arms 
the people will be fed and comforted and will discover how God 
has acted to save and restore.  In the Gospel, Jesus sends his 
disciples out to proclaim the same message:  God is acting to 
save; the kingdom is at hand.  Some will welcome this message, 
others will reject it. But regardless of the response, the coming of 
the kingdom of God will not be thwarted: evil will be destroyed, 
healing will come, and peace will prevail.

We invite you 
to prayerfully sing the refrain of the psalm  as the cantor intones 
the scriptures.

If I went to a ping pong  match in China ,  I would expect to 
hear someone pray to  Buddha. 
 
And I wouldn't be  offended.  It  wouldn't bother me one bit. 
 
When in Rome   ..... 
 
But  what about the atheists?  Is another  argument.  
 
What about them?  Nobody  is asking them to be baptized. 
We're not going to pass  the collection plate.  Just humor us 
for 30 seconds.   If that's asking too much, bring a Walkman 
or a pair of  ear plugs.  Go to the bathroom.  Visit the  conces-
sion stand.  Call your  lawyer! 
 
Unfortunately, one or two  will make that call.  One or two will 
tell thousands what  they can and cannot do.. I don't think a 
short prayer at a football game is going to shake the 
world's  foundations. 
 
Christians are just sick and  tired of turning the other cheek 
while our courts strip us of  all our rights.  Our parents and 
grandparents taught us to pray before eating, to pray before 
we go to  sleep.
